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Note :These topographic maps have been produced from 1946 and 1947 aerial photography for use
as a tool in assessing the environmental effects of the proposed Tahtsa Narrows Project.

They are intended to represent the topography of the area between the current reservoir maximum
normal reservoir elevation and the old lake elevations prior to impoundment of the reservoir.

The maps will be used as a common basis for estimating differences in environmental parameters
with and without the Tahtsa Narrows project in place. Thus the important consideration is the
relative accuracy of the mapping.

Limitation: These maps were not intended for use in navigation on the reservoir, for engineering
purposes at various locations in or around the reservoir or for use for cadastral purposes.
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
